SWSM Maharashtra is at the forefront of implementing JIM, which aims to
provide Functional Household Tap Connections (FHTCs) to every rural household
by 2024. Key achievements include:

= Coverage of over 85% of rural households with tap water connections as
of April 2025.

= Emphasis on community participation, village action plans (VAPs), and
local ownership.

= Strengthening of Village Water and Sanitation Committees (VWSCs) &
community level stakeholders.

2. Swachh Bharat Mission (Gramin) Phase Il

In Phase Il, SWSM focuses on achieving and sustaining Open Defecation Free
(ODF) Plus status. The key components include:

= Individual Household Latrines, Community Sanitary complex, Solid and
liguid waste management, plastic waste management, GOBARDhan and
Feacal Sludge Management in rural areas.

= Behaviour change communication to ensure long-term adoption of
hygienic practices.

= Capacity building and support to Gram Panchayats for managing
sanitation infrastructure.
